fairly ‘high-tech’. But, the truth remains,
that no prior Cambridge Audio
equipment could ever have been
described as truly aesthetically desirable,
that was until now, and the release of its
latest creations - the Azur range.

What this means is a couple of CD
players, a DVD-Video/Audio machine,
two integrated amps and a tuner that
are all finished to a much higher
standard than before.

The same, now common, practice of
UK design and engineering combined
with Chinese manufacturing maintains
Cambridge Audio’s enviable ability to
combine the best of both these worlds.
China has come a long way in recent
years overcoming concerns over
manufacturing quality, and it’s safe to
say it now matches that of anywhere else
in the world.

The Azurs come in both black and
silver and certainly look and feel well
above their price tag. Thick aluminium
front panels and solid casework are just
a couple of construction aspects that
give the new Azurs a reassuring solidity
of feel and function.

Even the remote control is a weighty
little number. Internally, the box
construction includes acoustic
dampening and when you pick up a
piece of Azur it’s simply a lot heavier
than you’d expect for such slimline
components.
